PRELIMINARY ROUND

Entrants in each category compete to
design the device with the lightest weight
and the most accurate drop to the target,
while protecting the egg. The drop zone is
marked into concentric rings, with each ring
assigned a drop zone value. The weight of
the device without the egg is measured in
grams. The objective is to get the lowest
non-zero score.

GRAND PRIZE ROUND

The top three winners in each category
compete in this FINAL ROUND. The device
with the lightest weight, the most accurate
drop to the target, and constructed with the
fewest number of parts, that drops without
cracking or smashing the egg, wins.
